Wear your SHS EAGLE pride on your sleeve: When students 
wear a uniform, they embody a sense of uniformity and 
community. A dress code creates the feelings of belonging and 
school spirit — and these feelings are beneficial for students of 
all ages. Educational experts have noted that upon instituting 
dress code requirements, schools saw an 85 percent positive 
impact on classroom discipline and a 79 percent positive impact 
on student safety. 

At Sacred Heart School, we have a uniform policy to help 
encourage greater respect for individuals, students and others. 
Our school guidelines are outlined in our handbook and other 
school communications each year. The policy states that both 
boys and girls are to wear solid black athletic shoes and solid 
white or black socks. Shoes are to be no higher than the child's 
ankle. Solid black shoelaces are also required, and no white or 
colored stripes or logos. In addition, no socks with logos or 
stripes are permitted. All schools in the Diocese of Orlando have 
a uniform policy that is adhered and honored as an important 
part of the code of conduct. Any infractions will result in a 
behavior Class Dojo for 'out of uniform' and will result in 
consequences as outlined in the behavior guidelines.
