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Martyrs' legacy and 
coexistence key themes 
ofAlbania visit 
 
The brief, but very intense 11 hour journey to Albania has 
been focused on two main themes: the witness of the 
martyrs and the importance of peaceful co-existence, 
Vatican Radio correspondent Christopher Wells reports 
the following: 
Looking to the martyrs of Albania’s atheistic communist 
regime means looking to the past – but not to a dead past. 
The witness of Albania’s Church of Silence speaks loudly, 
bearing witness to the nation’s traditions of faith, the firm 
rock upon which the future can be built. 
It is a future that can be built around the mutual 
coexistence that has characterized Albania since the fall of 
communism. More than simply living in the same place, 
living together in peace and harmony involves mutual 
respect for the person of the other – a respect for the 
dignity of the human person that must be rooted in faith in 
God, the Creator of all. 
The Albanian people clearly have a strong sense of the 
past, especially the tragic history of the recent past. 
Albanian Catholics are rightly proud of their martyrs, who, 
relying on God, stood firm in their Faith. 
Their hopes for the future, awakened in the transition 
toward democracy, have yet to be achieved. One can sense 
the concern for the future, the fear that the promise of a 
new springtime for Albania might not live up to 
expectations. But if they are worried about the future, they 
are not discouraged. One can sense the optimism in 
everyone you meet. 
Pope Francis came to Albania to support and encourage 
this “young people.” He reminded them that the future 
cannot be built on the empty promises of individualism 
and selfishness. It must be built on mutual love and 
respect, which must ultimately rest on the message of 
salvation of Jesus Christ. 
That is the great message of encouragement and hope – a 
hope that will never disappoint – that Pope Francis has 
brought to the people of Albania. (Vatican Radio, 9-22-14)

Feast of Sts. Michael, 
Gabriel, and Raphael, 

Archangels, 
Sept. 29  

The liturgy celebrates the feast of 
these three archangels who are 
venerated in the tradition of the 
Church. Michael (Who is like 

God?) was the archangel who fought against Satan and 
all his evil angels, defending all the friends of God. He 
is the protector of all humanity from the snares of the 
devil. Gabriel (Strength of God) announced to 
Zachariah the forthcoming birth of John the Baptist, 
and to Mary, the birth of Jesus. His greeting to the 
Virgin, "Hail, full of grace," is one of the most familiar 
and frequent prayers of the Christian people. Raphael 
(Medicine of God) is the archangel who took care of 
Tobias on his journey. 

Saint of the Week 

The Catechism of the  
Catholic Church  
"The existence of the spiritual, non-corporeal beings 
that Sacred Scripture usually calls “angels" is a truth 
of faith. The witness of Scripture is as clear as the 
unanimity of Tradition." 
Angels are pure, created spirits. The name angel 
means servant or messenger of God. Angels are 
celestial or heavenly beings, on a higher order than 
human beings. Angels have no bodies and do not 
depend on matter for their existence or activity. They 
are distinct from saints, which men can become. 
Angels have intellect and will, and are immortal. They 
are a vast multitude, but each is an individual person. 
Archangels are one of the nine choirs of angels listed in 
the Bible. In ascending order, the choirs or classes are:  
1)Angels, 2)Archangels, 3)Principalities, 4)Powers, 5)Virtues, 
6)Dominations, 7)Thrones, 8)Cherubim, 9)Seraphim. 

This Week’s Scripture Meditation: Which son did the Father’s will 
 Jesus encourages us to think - to think about the consequences of our choices, especially in the choices and 
decisions that will count not just for now but for eternity as well. The choices we make now will affect and shape our 
future, both our future on earth as well as in the life of the age to come.  
  Jesus tells a simple story of two imperfect sons to illustrate the way of God's kingdom. The father amply provided 
for his sons food, lodging, and everything they needed. Everything the father had belonged to them as well. The father 
also rewarded his sons with excellent work in his own vineyard. He expected them to show him gratitude, loyalty, and 
honor by doing their fair share of the daily work.  
 The "rebellious" son told his father to his face that he would not work for him. But afterwards he changed his mind 
and did what his father commanded him. The "good" son said he would work for his father, but didn't follow through. 
He sought his own pleasure, contrary to his father's will. Now who was really the good son? Both sons disobeyed their 
father - but one repented and then did what the father told him. Jesus makes his point clear - Good intentions are not 
enough. And promises don't count unless they are performed.  
 God wants to change our hearts so that we will show by our speech and by our actions that we respect his will and 
do it. God offers each one of us the greatest treasure possible—indestructable peace, joy, and friendship with him in his 
everlasting kingdom. We can lose that treasure if we refuse the grace - the free gift of God's blessing and strength - which 
the Lord Jesus has won for us through his victory on the cross. The Lord Jesus fills us with the gift of the Holy Spirit 
who works in and through us for the glory of God. Let us seek to please God and do his will in everything we do! 
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We, the Eucharistic communities of Sacred Heart and St. Gerard, being faithful to the Mission of 
the Church as expressed by the Redemptorist way of life, seek and  invite others into an ever 
deepening relationship with Jesus and with one another.  Seeking to build up the Kingdom of God, 
empowered by the Holy Spirit, nourished by the Sacraments and Prayer, we commit to reaching out 
to everyone through evangelization, especially to those most in need.
