July 7, 1988 – Rev. Arthur Dunnigan

Father Arthur Dunnigan was born June 24, 1915 in 

Lowell, Massachusetts. He attended St. John Seminary in 

Massachusetts and was ordained for the Archdiocese of 

Boston on October 28, 1943. He served in parishes there 

until arriving in Florida in 1957 to serve in the Diocese of 

St. Augustine. He served in a number of parishes includ-

ing Blessed Sacrament in Clermont and as pastor of Holy 

Name of Jesus in Indialantic, followed by St. Thomas 

Aquinas in St. Cloud. He was incardinated into the 

Diocese of Orlando in 1973. Father Dunnigan retired in 

1982 and died July 7, 1988.

July 10, 2005 – Rev. Joseph Achilles Nolin

Father Nolin was born September 6, 1922 in St. Johnsbury, 

Vermont. He attended the La Salette Minor and Major 

Seminaries and was ordained in the Missionaries of Our 

Lady of LaSalette on June 11, 1949 in Massachusetts. He 

served in various parishes in the Northeast until coming to 

the Diocese of Orlando in 1968.  He was incardinated in 

1972.  He served at St. Brendan in Ormond Beach, as pastor 

of Holy Redeemer in Kissimmee, followed by St. Peter in 

Deland, Prince of Peace in Ormond Beach, Immaculate 

Conception in Melbourne Beach, and St. James Cathedral in 

Orlando. He served as Dean of the Northern Deanery; Dean 

of the Eastern Deanery; Dean of the Central Deanery; was a 

member of the priests Personnel Board and served as a 

Director of Cursillo. Father Nolin retired in 1992, however, 

he served briefly as Administer pro tem of St. Paul in 

Daytona Beach at the request of Bishop Dorsey in 1993. 

Father Nolin died July 10, 2005.
