Reflection
When Jesus approaches a man who is both deaf and a stutterer, Jesus shows his considerateness for this man's
predicament. Jesus takes him aside privately, not doubt to remove him from embarrassment with a noisy crowd of
gawkers (onlookers). Jesus then puts his fingers into the deaf man's ears and he touches the man's tongue with his
own spittle to physically identify with this man's infirmity and to awaken faith in him. With a word of command
the poor man's ears were opened, his tongue was released, and he spoke plainly.

What is the significance of Jesus putting his fingers into the man's ears? Gregory the Great, a church father from
the 6th century, comments on this miracle: "The Spirit is called the finger of God. When the Lord puts his fingers
into the ears of the deaf mute, he was opening the soul of man to faith through the gifts of the Holy Spirit."

Lord Jesus, fill me with your Holy Spirit and inflame my heart with love and compassion.
Make me attentive to the needs of others that I may show them kindness and care. Make me an
instrument of your mercy and peace that I may help others find healing and wholeness in you.
