Dear Parishioners

This coming Saturday, May 9th, we will celebrate once again, First Holy
Communion for the children of our parish. There’s something wonderfully
joyful about First Holy Communion. It’s a big day, and not just because of
the white dresses and sharp looking suits, and the family photos that will
live on refrigerators for years. At its heart, First Holy Communion is a quiet
but powerful moment when a young person comes forward and receives
Jesus in a deeply personal way for the very first time.
And let’s be honest—children have a way of reminding us adults what faith

is supposed to look like. They approach the altar with openness, trust, and a kind of wonder that we sometimes
lose along the way. They don’t overthink it. They simply believe. There’s something beautiful in that simplicity.
As pastor, that is the most moving moment for me, to see the wonder and awe on the faces of our children as
they come forward to receive Jesus in Holy Communion for the first time.
In a world that often moves too fast and asks too many complicated questions, and too much artificial
intelligence, these children show us that sometimes the most important thing is just to come forward with an
open heart. No perfect understanding required—just trust.
Of course, there may be a few small worries along the way: “What if I trip?” “What if I forget what to do?”
“What if I forget to say amen”, But somehow, it all works out. Grace has a way of filling in the gaps where nerves
try to take over.
As we celebrate these young members of our parish, we’re reminded that the Eucharist isn’t just a one-time
event, it’s the beginning of a lifelong journey. A journey of returning, receiving, growing, and being nourished
again and again.
So next weekend, as these children take this important step, maybe say a little prayer of thanks—and maybe
even take a cue from them. Approach the altar with fresh eyes, a lighter heart, and a renewed sense of wonder.
And if you happen to see a child beaming after receiving for the first time, don’t be surprised—it’s hard not to
smile when you’ve just encountered something truly sacred.
To Maria Bilodeau and our all our dedicated catechists, especially Nancy Paterni and to the staff and
administration of Sacred Heart School, especially Katie Glynn, and a thank you to Mary Ann and Jim Gonyea
who did an amazing job leading our Religious Education program this past year!
All are welcome to the first communion Mass on Saturday May 9th at 9am. This Mass however does not fulfill
your Sunday obligation!
Congratulations to all our First Communicants and their families. May this day be filled with joy, peace, and
blessings.
